 Social Justice  How do I manifest racism in my own life? 
What will be the impact from climate ‘refugees’ 
How do we remain blind to social justice issues? 

 Spirituality  Should religion evolve? 
Are we role-modeling our beliefs? 
How can we demonstrate greater respect? 

 Militarism  Is it inherent in our human experience? 
What are the roots of war? 
Are there alternatives to perpetual war? 

 Daily Life  How do these assumptions affect  
transportation, food, and housing?  

    How can we become more generous?

How can we network locally & more efficiently?
